Photos on mount board should be attached securely to withstand all weather conditions. Double-sided tape is suggested.
Please use only white, black or cream matting or mounting to maintain focus on photo(s).

e Please attach Velcro to the back of the mount/mat board prior to arrival at the fair. Consider recycling last year’s mats.

e All Blue-Ribbon entries will be considered for Merit Awards.

e Exhibitors taking exhibits from photo displays before 6:00 p.m. on Monday, will lose their premium.
